¥ Little care packages during test weeks




Home Away From Home

¥What do you need to start this?
¥ Host church willing to collaborate with ACF Chapter
¥ Church families willing to OadoptO students
¥ Optional: Any supplies the families would like to
share with or provide for the students




Open -air Bible Study

¥Create an open forum for sharing ideas

¥Gives students a comfortable, public place to ask
guestions and listen

¥ Working through Biblical questions those in and
around the study may have

¥ Give an opening for bystanders to join the
conversation




Open -air Bible Study é; e

¥What do you need to start one?
¥ A group of at least 2 or 3 to encourage dialogue
¥ An open attitude to others sharing ideas with your group

¥ An understanding of Adventist doctrine and how it
applies to the concepts presented

¥ Questions that are answerable in discussion

¥ Preferably snacks, or something to entice onlookers or
keep participants engaged




Thanksgiving for
International Students

¥Gives international students the opportunity to know
more about American culture

¥Around 75% of the international students that return to

their home country do not visit an American home
during their studies

¥Opens the floor to have conversations about being
thankful to God




Thanksgiving for
International Students

¥What you need to start one?

¥ A host home (usually a home feels
better than when it is at church)

¥ Prepare a moment where people can
give thanks

¥ Have safe Ice-breakers

¥ Geography games or charades of things
In nature are a safe bet! (be culturally
sensitive and cautious)




Care Packages

¥Care Packages are little kits made by the chapter
and are sent to other members or students on
campus
¥Packages can be made at any time during the
semester, but best times include
¥ Beginning of semester, Midterm & Finals weeks,
etc

Lunch Hangouts

¥Gives members time to connect outside of church
events

¥Allows for more regular meetings outside of more
structured events

¥ Promotes more casual gatherings outside of
services, Bible studies, or formal club activities

¥ Gives time for members to dialogue and share
blessings and prayer requests




Lunch Hangouts

¥What you need to start one?

¥ A large enough table or an amount of tables to fit
your members

¥ A regular time during the week

¥ Questions or discussion opener to promote
conversation

¥ Engagement and encouragement of members to
open up




Evangelistic Series

¥Gives students the opportunity to attend a series Iin
their own environment (campus)

¥Gives the opportunity to talk more deeply about our
beliefs

¥ For example, a Revelation Seminar

¥ Some courses will give credit to attend seminars on
campus, for example
